Milestones of Dempsey Hill

From a nutmeg plantation to a trendy food and lifestyle

destination, Dempsey Hill has witnessed key events in
the country’s journey from colony to nation. Discover
the heritage that lies behind the charmingly conserved
black-and-white colonial buildings.
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® 1850s

This area was part of a huge nutmeg plantation
called Mount Harriet. It was owned by Colonial
Treasurer William W. Willans and local business
owner “Whampoa” Hoo Ah Kay.
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1861

The British government bought the plot for
25,000 Spanish dollars and started building
Tanglin Barracks. It housed soldiers from the Far
East British Forces and their families.
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During World War Il and the Japanese
Occupation, Tanglin Barracks was the gathering
point for British and Australian POWS as well as
a store for ammunition and medical supplies.
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After the war, Tanglin Barracks became the
General Headquarters of the Far East Land
Forces. Civilian staffers and locals worked and
lived in the compound too.
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After the departure of the British forces

from 1971, Singapore’s Ministry of Defence
settled at Tanglin camp. The former Central
Manpower Base, where young men reported for
conscription, was located here too.
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The colonial buildings were beautifully restored
by Country City Investment and launched as
Dempsey Hill - a retail, dining and lifestyle
enclave.
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Loewen by Dempsey Hill is the newest cluster
redeveloped and transformed into an education,
lifestyle, retail and services destination.

Heritage Highlights of Dempsey Hill

@ ST. GEORGE’S CHURCH (1910-PRESENT)

St. George’s was first established as a garrison church for
Tanglin Barracks. The current building, designed in the classical
Basilica style of the Romanesque tradition, was erected
between 1910 and 1911. Since 1971, St. George’s has been a
civilian church under the Anglican Diocese of Singapore. For
more information on services at St. George’s Church, visit
www.stgeorges.org.sg/services.

e CRICKET GROUND (LATE 19TH CENTURY-1971)

Soldiers regularly used the cricket field for recreation and
competitive sports. The field, known as the Oval, was once
filled with dense vegetation until Major C. H. Malan mobilised
men to clear the area and level the ground in the late 1860s.
The Singapore military continued using the field for sports and
physical training after it took over Tanglin camp.
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@ TANGLIN MILITARY HOSPITAL (1867-1940)

Many of the buildings in this cluster were once part of Tanglin
Hospital. The 240-bed hospital served European soldiers and
their families stationed in Singapore. It was the Military Hospital
until 1940, when the bigger Alexandra Hospital was built to
accommodate more troops in the years before World War Il.

o CMPB PARADE SQUARE (1972-1989)

When Central Manpower Base (CMPB) was housed in Tanglin
camp, 18-year-old boys reported for conscription at the
Registration and Recruitment Centre at block 17. This square
between blocks 15, 17 and 18 was where anxious parents
gathered to see their sons off on 3-tonne trucks.
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@ FORMER DEMPSEY CLUBHOUSE (1971-1975)

Originally a sergeants’ mess, this block served as the
clubhouse for the Singapore Civil Service Sports Council from
1971 to 1975. Today, the legendary Samy’s Curry occupies the
space historically used for dining and entertainment, dishing
out north-south Indian food that has been delighting British
soldiers and locals since the 1970s.

Start your journey at the junction of Minden Road and Harding
Road, where you will find the architecturally simple yet awe-
inspiring Blk 44 St. George’s Church. It was the garrison church for
Tanglin Barracks until 1971.

Move along Harding Road towards Dempsey Hill and you will
find The White Rabbit. The property used to be Blk 39C Ebenezer
Chapel, possibly the chapel school for soldiers’ children. Where
Dempsey Hill is today was also where some of the earliest barracks
were built back in 1861. In the 1990s, the area was known for its
teak furniture warehouses. Today, the tradition is carried on in
fine furniture shops such as Blk 13 Woodfarm Lifestyle and Blk
13 Woody Antique House, where you can find revitalised Chinese
antiques and furniture to accentuate your home. Pop over to Blk
26 Lotto Carpets Gallery or Blk 15 Hedger’s Carpet Gallery for
intricately handwoven carpets to add a splash of colour and oriental
charm to your living space.
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Today, Loewen by Dempsey Hill occupies the area where

Tanglin military hospital used to stand. Built in 1870, the

hospital blocks were recently transformed into a new an

education, lifestyle and retail and services destination. Once upon

a time, this was the home of SAF Music & Drama Company, where
famous alumni and local celebrities like Jack Neo, Dick Lee, Najip Ali
and Gurmit Singh honed their talents.
